Team Manager
Being a team manager is a critical component to a soccer team.  The coaches need to be able to focus on game strategies, establishing practice routines to help develop player skills, and developing team game plans for the upcoming games.  A team manager plays a critical communication role for the team and has responsibilities for the items listed below: 
(1) Team communication – ensuring that all parents are aware of upcoming events with the team and the Sussex Soccer Club.
(2) Coordinates and informs the team of upcoming special events (i.e.…Wave games, SSC events, etc.)

(3) Reporting scores and game summaries/write-ups to the Media Coordinator after each game.

(4) Ensures that the team is registered for any tournament the team plans to participate in.

(5) Ensures that any players that would like to participate on an indoor team during the winter are properly identified.
(6) At the end of the spring and fall session, coordinates end of season event/party.
(7) Creates snack schedule for each game, including halftime snacks.
